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 Vicar’s Views –  September 

 

A t the time of writing this I am suffering from P.O.S - Post Olympics Syndrome; a medically  
recognised condition brought on by the sudden lack of wall-to-wall sport from dawn to dusk 
(and well beyond).  You know you’ve got it bad when you find yourself surfing the channels in 

the vain hope of catching a glimpse of some beach volleyball or synchronised swimming – anything that 
will transport you back to the excitement and wonder of London 2012.  I’ll come clean.  I thought the 
Olympic Games were great.  Some of the sporting achievements were truly extraordinary and I haven’t 
spoken to anyone who went along who hasn’t been full of praise for the volunteers and military person-
nel who helped make the Games such a success. 

 Some of the athletes’ personal stories have also been inspiring.  Many, it seemed, had overcome 
significant difficulties and challenges – on top of the arduous training – to get where they were.  Some 
came from poor backgrounds, some had lost loved ones, some were competing as the first ever female 
athletes from their country and some were challenging our understanding of ‘able-bodied’. The motto 
for the Games was ‘Inspire a Generation’ and whilst I’m sure many will be inspired to take up sport, just 
as many of us will be inspired to keep going in the face of poverty and hardship; to keep going despite 
loss and bereavement and to keep going despite prejudice and discrimination all because of the stories 
we heard from the Games. 

 I’m looking forward to the Paralympics now, particularly the rowing and will be shouting myself 
hoarse at the TV when Nick Beighton rows in the mixed double scull.  I know his mum and his gran 
from when I was a curate in Shrewsbury.  In October 2009, his mum asked our church to pray for Nick 
when he was badly injured, losing both his legs, in Afghanistan where he was serving in the army.  Less 
than three years later he is rowing for his country in the Olympics.  I’m certainly inspired by his cour-
age, determination and resilience.  He’s already a winner in my book. 

 Life is really hard sometimes and we don’t always have an answer as to why things happen the 
way they do.  What has impressed and challenged me about these ‘stories behind the Games’ is the how 
these men and women have chosen to respond to the challenges and adversity that have come their way.  
When trouble comes we have a choice – we can become bitter or we can become better.  They have cho-
sen the latter. 

 St Paul puts it this way, ‘….we know that suffering produces perseverance; perseverance, charac-
ter; and character, hope.  And hope does not disappoint us, because God has poured out his love into our 
hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has given us.’ (Romans 5:3b-5)

While the Olympics, and sport and volunteering are 
much in our thoughts, two local stories of interest: one 
about medals, and one from the treasurer of our village 
shop, Jamie Sehmer, married to The High Sherriff. 
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The final takings from the Jubilee fete and ball, net of all expenditure, were 
reported:  £8,747.08.  The village website has been selected to be one of three 
Surrey sites as part of a new National Archive project  
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School would like to put one of the old signs up inside 
the school grounds, with a plaque explaining its his-
tory.  Hambledon Heritage Society has asked for the 
other one, probably for display in the Village Hall.  
The Parish Council has agreed with both of these sug-
gestions. 

The final takings from the Jubilee fete and ball, 
net of all expenditure, were reported:  £8,747.08.  For 
a village of around 750 people that is a staggering 
amount – even when you take the friends and relations 
into account.  So warmest congratulations once again 
from the Parish Council to everyone who organised, 
promoted, worked, participated or just danced the 
night away.  The beneficiaries have been the Football 
and Cricket Clubs, the Hambledon Almshouses, St 
Peter’s Church and the Hambledon Community Fund.  

The Hambledon Village web site also came in 
for congratulations.  Out of all the village web sites in 
the county it has been selected by the Surrey History 
Centre to be one of three Surrey web sites forming part 
of a new archiving project in association with the Na-
tional Archive (the other two are Painshill Park and the 
Surrey Wildlife Trust).  This is a real feather in the cap 
of Paul Osborne and his web team and hopefully will 
persuade even more villagers to pay it a visit, use it on 
a regular basis and perhaps even post some news on 
its. 

Following the request from the Parish Council 
that the churchyard be tidied up, a start has been 
made on cutting the grass.  Failure to empty the litter 
bins at the village pond has been raised with Waverley 
who have addressed the problem and will keep it under 
review.  

A ll local government councillors are required 
by law to subscribe to a code of conduct and 
to declare certain personal interests.  The Lo-

calism Act 2011, which has now come into effect, has 
made a number of changes to the previous ethical stan-
dards regime so, at its meeting on 7 August, Hamble-
don Parish Council had to approve a new Code of 

Conduct and a new form for 
the notification of interests.  
The Code and revised arrange-
ments for dealing with com-
plaints against Councillors 
have already been posted on 
the Parish Council pages 
(legislation section) on the 
Hambledon Village web site.  
Councillors have until the end 

of the month to submit their new notifications of inter-
est.   

The new documents are, on the whole, simplified 
versions of their predecessors, although the increased 
emphasis that government places on transparency has 
given rise to some changes. 

By the end of August Waverley will have pub-
lished its draft Core Strategy.  This the most impor-
tant document in its new Local Development Frame-
work which will guide and manage new developments 
in the borough over the next 15 years.  The Core Strat-
egy sets out the overall planning framework for 
Waverley and the key policies needed to deliver this 
strategy.  The Parish Council has already commented 
on some of its components;  it now needs to review the 
complete document before the consultation period 
ends on 5 October.   Comments are also invited from 
members of the public, either by 
post or via the Waverley’s inter-
net consultation portal.  Further 
details of how to do this will be 
publicised via the Village Shop 
and the Hambledon Village web 
site as soon as they become 
available.  

The Parish Council has 
been requesting ideas for re-
using the two commemorative 
signs that were erected at the 
time of the Queen’s coronation, 
now that these have been re-
placed with signs which also 
make reference to the Diamond 
Jubilee.

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T his month for a change – and in PC Tracey 
Taylor's absence – it is my turn to write a few 
words. As discussed at the latest Parish Council 

meeting, we are aware of the door-to-door sellers who 
have been going to houses in the village. These are 
usually young men who are trying to rehabilitate them-
selves into the community. I know some people feel 
obliged to buy items from them, but the choice is 
yours, and you don't have to.  

In a few isolated cases, a refusal has caused the 
seller to be rude, or even abusive. If that happens, then 
please contact us on the Surrey Police non-emergency 
number of 101 and a unit can attend to check them out.  

We are not here to cause problems to them. 
However, if they have been rude then we need to know 
and we have the power to stop them selling, which 
brings me to the next point. Most of them carry an 
identity pass. But this does not permit them to sell 
door to door. They must have a Pedlars’ Licence, is-
sued by the office of the Chief Constable in the par-
ticular county they are operating in. No valid pedlars 
licence, then no selling. 

In the next report, I will include a copy of the 
pedlars’ licence, to show what a Surrey licence should 
look like. In the meantime, there is nothing to stop you 
asking to see one. It is almost certain a seller won't 
have one and – if not – then please inform us on 101. 

On a lighter note, PC Tracey Taylor and I were 
due to be hosting a Police Tea in Hambledon Village 
on the afternoon of 21 August 2012. For those who 
came along, I hope they enjoyed having a cup of tea 
and a piece of cake with us and meeting some other 
members of the Godalming Policing Team.

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L ast year we took an interest in the churchyard 
flora, having seen wildflowers disappearing 
under the blades of the strimmer!  Tim Parker 

and his band have voluntarily worked very hard keep-
ing the churchyard neat, and we suggested that perhaps 
some effort might be saved (to the benefit of wildlife!) 
by managing the grass like a wildflower meadow, and 
not cutting until August. He kindly agreed to trialling 
this and the Surrey Wildlife Trust came along to give 
advice and run a Bug Hunt.   Following the initial 
drought, it rained, rained, rained, and the grass grew 

lushly!  However, it did allow 
us to see the wild flowers and 
delicate grasses which subse-
quently supported a good flutter 
of butterflies and plenty of other 
insects necessary to the ecosys-
tem – feeding birds like the 
swifts that visit the church an-
nually.  Sadly in other ways it 
proved impractical. 
There is so much in the news 
about the steady decline since 
the 1970s of butterflies and in-
sects – the CEO of Butterfly 

Conservation has asked people to set up wild flower 
meadows  and allow patches to grow unmown and 
unsprayed.  Sir David Attenborough (Guardian, 12 
July 2012) has 
called for environ-
mental help as 
butterflies face 
their worst year on 
record.  Although 
we are surrounded 
by fields, many of 
these are sterile 
due to the use of 
insecticides and 
weedkillers.  Many churches these days eg Kirdford, 
Alfreston, Alciston, are providing conservation areas 
within their churchyards.   It would be good if we, 
being lucky enough to live in the countryside, could do 
what we can to make Hambledon a place where wild-
life can flourish to the benefit of all.

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C ontinued deadheading, the cutting back of per-
ennials which have finished flowering, and a 
light forking through the borders are all ongo-

ing tasks. Do not neglect the veg patch. As crops are 
harvested, clear away and compost debris. 
 

Have you ever bought plants on-line and been 
disappointed? One of the most reliable companies  is 
Crocus, which sells more than a million plants a year. 
It is praised for the quality of plants, the careful pack-
aging and excellent customer service.   

 

Flower beds:  Divide clumps of perennials and 
plant new ones. Buy or order spring flowering bulbs,  
and plant daffodils and other early flowering bulbs. 
Plant lily bulbs now, as they can grow roots before the 
winter, then get off to a good start in spring. Most lil-
ies should be planted at a depth equal to the height of 
the bulb. Some, that root from the stem as well as the 
bottom, should be planted two and a half times the 
height of the bulb. It’s a good time to treat tough 
weeds, such as dandelions and bindweed with a weed-
killer containing glyphosate. Plants are naturally pull-
ing down nutrients to their roots as the summer draws 
to a close and they will take down the weedkiller, 
which will kill them roots and all. Take cuttings of 
tender perennials such as Pelargonium and Osteo-
spermum, Fuchsia. Collect seeds from plants as they 
ripen. As well as deadheading perennials, feed and 
deadhead  hanging baskets to keep them going. Plant 
spring-flowering bi-annuals such as Forget-me-nots, 
Foxgloves and Poppies for early colour. 

 

Trees, shrubs and climbers: Move evergreen 
shrubs that have outgrown their place late this month. 
Take semi-ripe cuttings from evergreen shrubs.  Prune 
late flowering shrubs. Order trees and shrubs for    
autumn planting. Box hedges are being attacked by a 
new pest, a tree caterpillar from  East Asia. It can   

defoliate the plant, so spray with insecticide containing 
pyrethrum which may help, and also cut off infected 
material and pick off the caterpillars 

 

Veggies and fruit: cover bare ground by sowing 
green manures. To have herbs in the winter, freeze 
basil, chives, coriander, mint, tarragon. Parsley can be 
eaten fresh by regular sowings in greenhouse or on 
windowsill. Sage and oregano can be covered by 
fleece and thyme can be left outdoors. It is still worth 
sowing salads for early winter such as quick growing 
cut-and-come-again mizuna, corn salad, endive, pak 
choi and winter lettuce such as Winter density and 
Valdor: sow these straight in the ground or in modules 
for planting out after four weeks or so. As the weather 
cools cover them with two layers of fleece and they 
should last well into spring. Sow turnips, oriental veg-
gies and overwintering onions for next spring. Plant 
out spring greens sown last month or bought as plants. 
Net brassicas to keep pigeons off in the winter months. 
Cut down asparagus foliage and mulch their bed with 
organic matter. Leave marrows, squash and pumpkins 
for storage to mature on the plants as long as possible 
before the frosts. 

 

Greenhouse: reduce watering and ventilation. 
Prepare the greenhouse for winter by removing plants 
and clean thoroughly to eradicate pests and diseases. 

 

Lawn: Reduce mowing of established lawns and 
raise the height of the cut. As the weather cools, begin 
autumn lawn maintenance: scarify, aerate, feed, top-
dress and over-seed. Repair patchy areas with seed or 
turf. It’s also a good time to turf or seed new lawns. 

 

Pond: Thin out submerged oxygenating plants. 
Net ponds to stop fallen leaves from entering. 

 

Maintenance: Clean patios and hard surfaces to 
remove moss and algae. 
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Although September sees the beginning of autumn, more often than not the days 
can remain pleasantly warm, and even be, in reality, an extension of summer.  

Attention to detail will keep the garden fresh and interesting in the weeks ahead.

30 September – Fritillaria Group autumn show All 
welcome to this show in the Hillside Events Centre, 
see fritillaria displays, buy bulbs and plants, hear talks.  
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A round 1400 a spire was added to the Norman 
cathedral of Chichester. In 1861, over 400 
years later, a boy travelling by train to the city 

looked out of the window and saw the collapse of that 
very spire. It must have been an unnerving sight. Giles 
Gilbert Scott rebuilt it, and the cathedral, although 
modest by Norman standards, is a fine, welcoming 
building.  

Inside there are many testimonies to its long his-
tory, including two glorious Romanesque sculptures 
depicting the story of Jesus with Lazarus and his sis-
ters. They were re-used as building stones and recov-
ered intact from behind the choir stalls in 1829.  

In the 1960s and 1970s, Dean Walter Hussey 
built on an initiative of Bishop George Bell and 
commissioned a variety of modern works for the 
cathedral: a tapestry by John Piper, a painting of 
the risen Lord and Mary Magdalene by Graham 
Sutherland, and a window by Marc Chagall. 
More recent works include a Virgin and Child by 
John Skelton, a bronze statue of St Richard by 
Philip Jackson, and a memorial to Gustav Holst. 
This was dedicated in 2009 and has a quotation 
from the composer’s Hymn of Jesus: “The heav-
enly spheres make music for us.” 

The stained glass window by Marc Chagall 
of 1978 celebrates not heavenly praise, but 
thanksgiving offered here on earth. Chagall, who 
lived from 1887 to 1985, is regarded as the quin-
tessential Jewish artist of the 20th century. He 
produced many stained glass windows – for the 
cathedrals of Metz and Rheims and the churches 
of All Saints, Tudeley, Kent, and St. Stephan, 
Mainz.  They all celebrate the play and refraction 
of light on glass with intense, fresh colours, as in 
this window in Chichester Cathedral.  

 
Movement and dance 
It is based on Psalm 150 and is a kaleidoscope of 
colour and movement. We can see the instru-
ments mentioned in the psalm: tambourine, pipe, 
harp and trumpet. There is movement and dance 
here. People and all creatures great and small 
unite to make a joyful noise to the Lord.  

Too often our lives are cramped by being 
critical and negative about the world. Here, in 
this window, the mood is positive and creative 
for praise is at the heart of the Jewish tradition of 
prayer. In the Hebrew prayer book God is 
praised and blessed for a variety of things: on 
drinking wine, on smelling fragrant woods, at the 

sight of the sea, on seeing trees in blossom, and on 
meeting wise people. Praise brings light and joy into 
human hearts. Chagall wrote: “For me, a stained glass 
window is a transparent partition between my heart 
and the heart of the world. To read the Bible is to per-
ceive a certain light, and the window has to make this 
obvious through its simplicity and grace.” 

George Herbert in his poem on church windows 
compares humanity to a “brittle, crazy glass.” But, 
through God’s grace, the poet says that we can be like 
windows where “doctrine and life, colours and light 
combine and mingle”. Chagall shows how that is pos-
sible for human life as we ponder his window of mu-
sic, movement and light. 
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The Rev Michael Burgess continues his series on God in the Arts with a 
look at a stained glass window by the great 20th century French artist, 
Marc Chagall, which is in Chichester Cathedral
